Fall 2009 Referee Contract

(updated June 13, 2008)

The Mad River Youth Soccer League (MRYSL) offers the undersigned, the opportunity to referee matches during the 2009 fall season.  This offer terminates December 31, 2009.  The undersigned accepts this offer and agrees to abide by the following guidelines and policies.

General Guidelines and Policies

Games MUST start and end on time.  If necessary, shorten game halves to end game on time by using the following table.  Calculate end time by adding game duration to the scheduled start time.

1. Arrive at field 30 minutes prior to start of match.  Always check field for hazards.  Goals must be anchored down.  If not anchored no game will be played.

2. A Team must field a minimum of 7 players for the game to be official.  (Except U6 and U8 up to those present  & U18 minimum 4 players)  Note: In Rec. if a team is playing down player(s) then both teams must play down so that teams are playing with equal numbers on the field.

3. Shin guards are mandatory and must be worn under socks.  Player without shin guards will not be allowed to play.

4. No player will enter the field of play without the acknowledgment of the referee. 

5. Explain your calls to the player (especially U6, U8 & U10).  The games are meant to be a positive learning experience.

6. The center referee may call a “substitution break” midway through each game half if no previous substitutions were possible.  Half time should last 5 minutes and should never exceed 10 minutes.

7. Substitutions are made on possession throw-in, goal kicks, at a called substitution break, after a goal has been scored, ball crosses the end line or at an injury.  Substitutions for U10 and above should be made at the mid field line and players must wait to enter the field until the players leaving the field are off.

8. Unruly spectators are the coach’s responsibility.  Coaches and or spectators can be ejected from the field area for infractions.  Talk to coaches if problem arises before the problem gets out of hand.  U10 and up spectators are not allowed on the team side of the field.  D1 and D3 only authorized persons with a pass are allowed on the team side.

9. A player who has been cautioned (yellow card) MUST be replaced by leaving the field until the next possible substitution.

10. Closely monitor VULGAR/TRASHY language and yellow card the player(s) this behavior will not be tolerated by the league.

11. If a red card is issued to anyone during a game, a send-off form MUST be filled out and reported within 24 hours to your Referee Coordinator.  If it is a D1 or D3 game the player pass is not returned to the coach it is given to your Referee Coordinator or League President no exceptions.  Same thing goes for a coach who has been red carded.

12. A D1 or D3 coach MUST be able to produce player passes (signed by league registrar) before a game can start. Division 4 coaches maybe requested to show a completed USYS membership form (form 1601) or official league roster or player passes before a player can participate in a game.  Report all irregularities of this policy to your Referee Coordinator.

13. The official CYSA scorecard shall be filled out entirely for ALL games (except U6 & U8).

14. Tie scores stand.

15. There is to be NO charging the goalie when he/she is within their penalty area.  

16. There are no league standings in recreation and U10 D3.

17. All coaches and players should honor the game by shaking hands with the opposing team and referees at the conclusion of the match.

18. There are no two-man systems.  USSF requires a Center Referee and lines.  If no lines referee is present request each coach to provide a lines person.

19. All jewelry must be removed including earrings and bracelets.  No taping they must be removed.

Guidelines Applicable to U6, U8, U10, U12, & U14 Recreational Teams 

20. Slide tackles are BANNED for D4 games.  Infractions will result in the awarding of an indirect kick.

21. No off side in U6, U8 or U10

22. All intentional fouls will result in an indirect kick with opponent 8 yards away.  The referee is encouraged to explain ALL infractions to the offending player. No PK”s in U6-U10. U12 and up fouls within penalty area are direct kick or PK as per FIFA.

23. Referees are encouraged to explain the incorrectness of the first throw-in.  A second throw-in is allowed for U6 & U8’s. 

24. All free kicks shall be INDIRECT U6, U8, & U10 except where previously noted.  A goal may not be scored until the ball has been played or touched by another player.

25. There will be NO penalty kicks in U6 or U8 or U10.


26. Opponents shall remain 8 yards from ball during corner kicks and indirect kicks.

Guidelines Applicable to U18 Recreational Teams














27. Modified rules Under 18 6 v 6, Minimum 2 girls as field players at a time (if a team has at least 3 girls at a game if less than 3 then 1is ok, if only 1 then it is ok to sub them in and out), No slide tackles except for goalie making a save (result in automatic red card), all penalty kicks are indirect, goal kicks and goalie ball controlled punts and throws must either bounce or be touched by another player before crossing the mid line (if ball does not bounce or get touched, opposing team receives corner kick), substitutions on the fly.  All other CYSA & FIFA rules will apply.

Guidelines Applicable to U10 Division 3 Teams

28. Games are played with 8 players on the field includes goalie.  Must have minimum of 7 players to start.

29. No slide tackles infractions will result in an indirect free kick.

30. Opponents must be at least 6 yards from the ball for all kicks.

31. All fouls will result in an indirect free kick.  No direct kicks or penalty kicks.  If foul takes place in the goal box ball is moved to the top line of the goal box nearest where the foul occurred and an indirect free kick is awarded.

32. All free kicks shall be INDIRECT.  A goal may not be scored until the ball has been played or touched by another player. 

33. Remember team is on one side of the field within technical area and spectators on the other.  No exceptions anyone on the team side is supposed to have a “pass”.  The referee has the authority to stop the game until spectators move.

CYSA Scorecards

34. The CYSA scorecard will be used to report game scores for standings where relevant and to determine Referee pay.  They must be legible and accurate. Print CLEARLY all Referees’ names on each scorecard. 

35. Any CYSA scorecard not turned by November 30 will not be paid.  

36. A signed referee contract for each referee must be on file before payment will be made.
